The Grant Kohrs Ranch Historic Site is a step back into history
and still uses a beaver slide for haying! Begun by trader
Johnny Grant in the 1860’s, it became the headquarters for
Conrad Kohrs, a cattleman who made his wealth during the
open range period of western U.S. history. The ranch house
is filled with original furnishings that give visitors a glimpse
at what life was like in the old west.

LITTLE JOE
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An electric engine, retired by the Milwaukee Railroad in
1974, may be seen in the Old Prison Museum's parking
lot. Built by General Electric in 1948 as one of 20 electric
locomotives intended for the Soviet Union, it went to work
for the Milwaukee Railroad instead.
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OLD PRISON MUSEUMS
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One of Montana's oldest and largest historic structures.
Built in 1870's and after 110 years of continuous use as
Montana's only prison, it was vacated by the State, and
opened to the public in 1979. Also in the Old Prison Museum
is the Montana Auto Museum. Over 120 cars on display.
During Territorial Days/Rod Run various cars can be seen
on Main Street.

FRONTIER MONTANA AND
POWELL COUNTY MUSEUM
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Frontier Montana Museum has the largest collection of
handguns, spurs, chaps and all the cowboy collectibles
between Cody and Calgary. Powell County Museum has
unusual weapons from World War | and Il, along with frontier
era guns, muskets and much more.
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
